The EMEA Best Student Recognition Event will bring together the top students from across Europe, the Middle East and Africa for an all-expenses-paid three days event whose goal is to excite entertain. The event will start with a keynote and welcome from the Country General Manager of IBM Italy, Andrea Pontremoli, followed by an overview on technology evolution by the IBM Zurich Research Laboratory, Liba Svobodova. A team of IBM representative, from research to development (Giovanni Lanfranchi, Director of Rome laboratory will also give a speech), and external speakers, from the Academia, will give presentation to the students on topics ranging from our Global Technology Outlook – how do IBM scientists view the future of the IT industry and the technological trends which shape it – to the new forming discipline in the IT Industry, Services Science. A primary aspect addressed during the event will be the linkage between the business needs and supporting technology. Other experts will address aspect of the business process, and tools, that are behind the business processes and help transforming needs into supporting technology.
Another promise of the event is entertainment: Rome is mostly known as the ancient capital of the Roman Empire but is also the home of large companies, government institutions and large academies. We will spend one evening touring nearby the “Colosseo”, a guided tour of the old part of town, and learning about exiting research projects being carried at the University “La Sapienza”.
