IMPORTANT ADDITIONAL INFORMATION  
 
� PORTUGUESE CLASSES: offered twice a week during the semester, concurrently with academic 

courses (total of 50 hours). Special program for international students; free of charge (except for course 
materials – approx. $40). 

 

� SPORTS CENTER: international students have free access to one of the available sports activities: 
fitness center or swimming pool. Students who wish to do both should pay for only one of them. 

 
ADMINISTRATIVE FEE: BRL120,00 (approx. US$ 67) to be paid upon arrival at PUCPR.  
This fee will help us offset operational costs related to services rendered to international students through various PUCPR 
departments such as student ID and Portuguese course certificate.
