extant manuscripts, passed. The stemma (Figure 7.1) shows only the minimum
number of splits and branches; an indeterminate number of copies might lie
between any stages and the placement of lost branching points (d, e, etc.) on
the timeline are more aesthetic than chronological.

1 The archetype of Juvenal lost its tail. The text breaks off at 16.60 in mid-
sentence (ut laeti phaleris omnes et torquibus, omnes). This is the error
found in every single manuscript and we are justified therefore to speak of
an archetype (Griffith (1963) 107; Luck (1972) 218). The ancient
commentary stops even sooner, at 16.45 (fifteen lines before the current
end). There is an obvious, but unremarked, logical difficulty here: we do
not find traces of a text we do not have. The poems of Ausonius
or Prudentius or others might be stuffed with allusions to the end of
Satire 16 and we would never know it. However, no grammarian or
commentator shows any knowledge of later verses: that is, we have no
free-floating, unassigned lines in the secondary tradition, the way we do
for Catullus (Wessner (1929)). This implies that the loss occurred very
early, certainly before the revival of interest in Juvenal, and that only this
one manuscript, or its children, was known at Rome. It is not impossible
